TECHNICAL RIDER 

GENERAL 

This technical outline is an integral part of the contract between the producer and the organizer of the performances. This means that the organizer should fulfil the technical conditions on his initiative and expenses. Exceptions are only possible if confirmed in writing. Therefore the organizer should provide a technical rider of the space to the company (dimensions, list of normally available equipment, floor plan, cross-section on scale). On the basis of this we can look for adaptations.

1. SCENERY AND PROPS:

· STAGE minimum 8m (wide) × 14m (deep).

· We will need a black marlin (dance floor) to cover the whole stage. 
· The performance requires a minimum available height of lightbars of 5,5m.

· The presence of legs and/or a black backdrop will be decided upon on arrival (for this depends entirely on the surroundings of the stage look like).

· We will bring 1 big red curtain (12m wide,7m high) which can open in the middle (on rails)Can you provide rails? We will hang it on the grid (somewhere on the middle of the stage), it should cover the whole stage. 
· We  will also bring white screen (2,5m wide,5m high). These we will hang from the grid , in the back of the stage.
· We will  bring red carpet (2m wide – 20m long). It will be placed in the back of the stage, and during the performance we will pull it towards front. For this we will use a system of pullies. 

· Sound will be controlled from the stage, for this we need a table completely covered in black cloth (minimum 1,6m × 0,8) and a chair.
· On the right side of the stage (front) we will place a black box (1,2m×0,3m×0,3m) (it will be brought by us) on the top there is a pleksi glass cylinder. Inside we light (with a lighter) 4 incense during the performance.

· PROPS
We will provide incense, lighter, small mirror with a handle, pearl-necklace.

You have to provide one red rose for each performance. 

2. LIGHTING:

· The programmable lighting computer should be capable of manual crossfades with a double crossfade master, because no times will be programmed and complicated crosses are required. We would need 20 sub groups.

· Overall number of 2 kW channels is 34.
As to lighting fixtures, we need the following.

·   6 × 750 W Zoom profiles 25 – 50° with knives, and gobo holder. 

·   8 × 1kW Zoom profiles 25 – 50° with knives, and iris  
·   1 × 1kW fallow spot (halogen) – we can use a profile with iris – on stand

·   4 × 1 kW Fresnel  (with barndoors)

·   4 × 1 kW PC’s  (with barndoors)

·   4 × 1 kW floodlights (for houselights if need be)

· We will bring 5 × lights (100W) shuko connectors

· We will bring 3 × lights (50W) shuko connectors

· We would need 2 table lights. 

· Light in the audience area should be run from the light computer. 

· Lee filters: 200,201,106
· Please send us a plan of your theatre (floor plan, cross-section on scale).  We will prepare adapt light plans according to your venue.  

3. SOUND
· Mixer 6 line in, 6 group outs ( 2 for front PA, 2 for back PA, 2 special ) 

· 2 wireless microphones on stand 

· 3 pair PA system

· 1 small speaker for "box" (30×20 cm)
· Sub woofer

· 1  CD player

Connections have to be made separately from the light infrastructure and properly earthed.

4. VIDEO:

· You will have to provide us 1 video projector with wide angle lens (5000 ansi lumens). 
· We will bring one video projector
· For the subtitles we will need 1 video projector (3000 ansi lumens)  
· VGA cable 20m
· 3 DVD players and 

· cables to connect projectors (BNC) at least 20m each 

· Video-mixer (3in / 1out)  

· 2 monitors

5. COSTUMES:

· We will need one ironing board and iron with steam for preparing the costumes.
· It is not necessary to have the costumes cleaned between performances.
6. LENGTH OF PERFORMANCE:

The performance is approximately 50 minutes long without a break.
